A Meeting of the Whitingham Selectboard was held on Wednesday, August 5, 2015 at 7:30 PM, at the Selectboard Office, Municipal Center in Jacksonville, Vermont.  The following Selectboard members were present: Chair, Keith Bronson; Vice Chair, Allan Twitchell; Selectboard Member, Robin Kingsley.  Administrator, Ms. Bonnie Jo Radasch.   Guests:  Claudia Greene and Sarah Axtell, “Aging in Place”; Mark Hanna, Lions Club (Hungry Lion).
7:38 Vice Chair, Allan Twitchell called the meeting of the Whitingham Selectboard to order, noting Chair, Keith Bronson would join the meeting in progress.
7:39 Ms. Claudia Greene and Ms. Sarah Axtell were invited to the table to speak about a visit to Randolph, VT in the spring for a presentation relevant to accommodating senior populations where they live.
Noted:  Senior population is increasing; Senior needs are important to include in future planning, needs such as making the walking and bicycling safer.  (It was noted that walking improvements would not only benefit the Senior population but also all other ages, as well as tourism.)

Additional observations:  towns often have many programs but no central location for them to occur in.  Both women spoke about coordination of efforts with surrounding towns.  It was noted there is a website emerging in Wilmington that will expand that concept.

Some discussion of funding.  Mr. Robin Kingsley asking what contributions thus far have assisted with.  Noted primary use has been Senior Newsletter; with some information gathering underway for a resource guide, like who you call in an emergency, etc.  Further observed there have been some supplies costs that funding has covered.  Brief discussion related to old high school doesn’t appear to be promising much as a potential central location.

As discussion concluded, it was noted, before you begin seeking funding, it is important to have laid out an idea.  Some additional resources were offered, including potential conversation with Lions Club.

At 8:05 Ms. Axtell and Ms. Greene departed; Mr. Mark Hanna was invited to the table to speak about Hungry Lion Bike Tour – Year 4.  Mr. Hanna noted that the tour has been increasing in numbers each year, and the Lions are seeing $10,000 for holiday Christmas Baskets, with some amount being able to be contributed to The Gathering Place.  He noted Hungry Lion 2015 was offering 4 rides of differing abilities, anticipating that one of them would potentially involve locals more than in the past.  The date they will be biking is September 26th, Saturday.  Hanna noted the Lions would be utilizing Town Hill, having a Reggae Band, BBQ, prizes and premiums.  He also mentioned that registrations can be done through the Hungry Lion Bike Tour website.  Hanna mentioned his wife had put together a video that was also attached to the website.
8:27 Mr. Robin Kingsley asked if there was more information that could be obtained on salt prices, indicating it appeared that pricing differed around the State, despite it being all on State contract.  Administrator noted Road Commissioner, Stanley Janovsky was scheduled to be at the next meeting and available to speak to that subject.  During this discussion, Selectboard Chair, Keith Bronson stepped into the meeting.
8:32 Additional, brief discussion on Senior topic presented earlier in meeting.

8:36 Driveway permit for Natalie Darling, Lot 18, Chapel Hill Road signed; Road Commissioner had noted there is already ‘an opening’ in that spot.

8:37 A motion was made by Vice Chair, Allan Twitchell for Selectboard to approve the Payables Warrant dated August 6, 2015; Mr. Robin Kingsley seconded.  All in favor.
8:39 A motion was made by Mr. Robin Kingsley for Selectboard to approve the Payroll Warrant dated August 6, 2015; Mr. Allan Twitchell seconded.  All in favor.
8:41 A motion was made by Mr. Robin Kingsley for Selectboard to approve Warrant #0016 for Whitingham Economic Development Group; Mr. Allan Twitchell seconded.  All in favor. 
8:42 Brief conversation about options for some assistance in the Listers’ Office.  

8:43 A motion was made by Chair, Keith Bronson for Selectboard to engage up to 5 hours a week of service from Ms. Kristine Sweeter, in the Listers Office, as needed; Mr. Robin Kingsley seconded.  All in favor.

8:45 Administrator noted that this number of hours would appear to provide some periodic assistance to the Listers, and would not prompt a benefits consideration.
8:57 A motion was made by Mr. Allan Twitchell for Selectboard to approve meeting minutes of the Selectboard Meeting held July 22, 2015; Mr. Robin Kingsley seconded.  All in favor.

9:00 Miscellaneous discussion.
9:13 A motion was made by Vice Chair, Allan Twitchell for Selectboard to adjourn their meeting; Mr. Robin Kingsley seconded.  All in favor. 

9:14 Chair, Keith Bronson thanked Mr. Allan Twitchell for opening the meeting and then declared the meeting adjourned.
