ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

AUGUST 17, 2016

ATTENDANCE:  Chair David Dumaine, Dana Dix, Troy Felisko, Marshall Dix, Craig Aekus, Lyman Tefft, Scott Reed. Clerk Linda Donaghue.  Zoning Administrator Gig Zboray.  Applicants: Adam Buursma, Jessica Gibbs-Buursma, Anders Gibb-Buursma.  Abutter: David Briggs.
At 7:02, Dave Dumaine made a motion to open the hearing to consider a variance for insufficient setback for a new structure, basically a garage.  Troy seconded.  All in favor.
After introductions, Mr. Buursma was asked to explain his project and he noted that the pre-existing structure is already on the property line and the town requires a 10-foot setback for any new construction.  Mr. Buursma is requesting a waiver for a 5-foot setback for a new structure.

Mr. Briggs noted the project abuts both his property and the power company.

When asked about an existing greenhouse, Ms. Gibbs-Buursma responded that the greenhouse will be dismantled.

Ms. Zboray expressed her concern that the Buursma project may actually be on the Briggs property.  Mr. Briggs does not necessarily object but he is making the assumption that if this waiver is allowed, he should be allowed in the future to have the same 5-foot setback.

Applicants and Mr. Briggs were excused for board’s deliberations.  Concern was expressed about the removal of the stone wall and the legality of requiring the removal.  Only if the applicant and the abutter agree could the issue result in removal of the wall.  Although other future situations were discussed, it was felt that the only issue facing the board was the waiver for setback.

At 7:25, Mr. Reed made a motion to deny the waiver.  Mr. Dix seconded. Mr. Dumaine and Mr. Dix objected to the motion.  All other members agreed.  Motion passed (5 to 2).

At 7:30, Mr. Aekus made a motion to adjourn.  Mr. Dix seconded.  All in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 7:35.
