Be Constantly Alert to Changing
Flow Conditions:

v' Don’t swim or play near a dam or powerhouse as
posted by signs and barriers. These areas can have
strong underwater currents, sudden water
discharges, slippery surfaces, and submerged
hazards.

v' Obey all warning signs, and restrictive buoys. These
warnings are intended to keep people away from
areas where water flows can change suddenly.

v' Obey all audio-visual warnings. These warnings
indicate water flows may change suddenly.

v Always be alert and aware of your surroundings.
Dams hidden from view can still affect the water
conditions in unexpected ways.

v Look for water level changes, including those
affected by rain.

v' Be aware of your location when powerhouses are
nearby or across a stream.
